Women in Motorsports North America (WIMNA), a key player in promoting careers in

motorsports for women, was invited by the FIA "Girls on Track Program" to attend the

2024 Portland Formula E race.

During the event, we met 17-year-old Camaelia Barnes, a budding graphic designer with a

strong passion for motorsports, especially Formula 1. Her dream and determination were

truly inspiring. Camaelia’s curiosity and passion for motorsports left a lasting impression

on WIMNA Board Members Cindi Lux, Beth Paretta, and Cindy Sisson, inspiring them to

take action.

As a follow-up, Camaelia sent her artwork. When we asked her, "Why no faces?"
she explained that her culture doesn't allow for drawings of faces.

This conversation sparked an idea: What if we created a coloring book that allows girls to

draw their faces as they envision themselves in their dream jobs?
We hope you can share this initiative with your community to help us grow motorsports,

one young woman at a time.
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I've always been very passionate about all forms of art. I started doing digital art around

two years ago and immediately loved it. As a Muslim artist, I chose to draw people without

faces, and I've come to appreciate my art style.

The first race I watched was the Abu Dhabi 2021 F1 race, and I was hooked. Since 2022, I

have followed F1, W Series, Formula E, and F2. I fell in love with the racing and the art:
Drivers, liveries, merchandise, race suits, and posters interest me. 

In 2024, I attended the Formula E "Girls on Track" event in Portland. We did a track walk 

and much more. I met so many inspiring people. Cindy Sisson, Executive Director of

WIMNA, asked what my dream job was. I shared a graphic designer in motorsports. She

committed to helping me pursue my dreams by sharing this coloring book to inspire

women to pursue their careers in motorsports.
